WYNDHAM of Western Australia,
the Wyndham
Telecentre is a critical resource for the people in the com-
munity it serves.

The Challenge to the Wyndham Telecentre

The Wyndham Telecentre is part of a network of 114 cen-
tres that provide technology to small communities through-
out the state of Western Australia — roughly, the western-
most third of Australia. Towns with fewer than 5,000 peo-
ple can apply for state funding to set up a telecentre, in
what are often very isolated indigenous communities.
Each year, the centre staffed by Hawes-Wright and up to
20 volunteers serves about 2,500 people in Wyndham, a
remote town in the northem Kimberley region. The centre's
services are also available to tourists — who, for example,
might stop by to check e-mail while they are on holiday.

Originally created to help link university students to inter-
national resources, the telecentres have evolved to target
a broader audience. “Today we are here to put everyone
in our community in touch with Information Technology as
well as other government programs,” says Hawes-Wright.
So in addition to providing access to computers, desktop
publishing, the Interet, and other IT services, the
Wyndham Telecentre provides links to government agen-
cies (such as Centrelink and the Australian Tax Office)
and educational and employment services.

Says Hawes-Wright, “We fill an important gap — pro-
viding access to services you would not normally find in a
town with little more than a pub, a community club, a
small supermarket, and two service stations.”

To that end, the Wyndham Telecentre secured funding
to purchase seven additional computers, making a total
of 10 available for use by the centre. And to keep all of
its data, communications, and users safe from computer
viruses, the centre acquired AVG Anti-Virus software
from Grisoft.
